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PREPARATION

1. Required items for installation

The following items are needed to install the Sanifount® washfountian, they are NOT supplied.

- If a wall carrier is not used the following anchoring hardware is necessary : 8 x 3/8” bolts, washers
   and appropriate wall anchors equal to (1000 lbs pull-out strength).
- 1 1/2” P-trap
-  1/2” Wrench
- 5 mm Allen wrenches
-  Pipe sealant
-  1/2” Supplies stubbed out from the wall

2. Rough-in

- Flush all debris from the the water lines prior to starting installation.
-  Turn off water supplies to the unit.

INSTALLATION

1. Remove distibution head and access panel from the fixture

-  Unlock and remove distribution head cover,  then allen screws marked A  and B in the figuire below.
-  Place the head aside for  later.
-  Remove the bottom access panel front allen screws from the bottom of the
   unit, swing the access panel downward.

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INSTALLATION

2. Mount washstation to the wall

LIFT THE FIXTURE USING THE APPROPRIATE LIFTING PROCEDURES. DO NOT ATTEMPT TO LIFT THE FIXTURE
BY YOURSELF, IT TAKES AT LEAST 2 PEOPLE TO SET THE FIXTURE.

a. When using a wall carrier

Mount the fixture on the carrier bolts,
level the unit, then secure the brackets.

b. When using wall anchors

-  Install 8 anchors for 3/8” bolts
   according to figure 1.
-  Make sure the anchors have a
   pull-out strength of 1000 lbs.
-  Mount the fixture to the wall anchors
   using 3/8” bolts and washers securely.

3. Connect the supplies

-  Use the wall stop/strainer assemblies supplied with your unit for best results. Teflon tape or
   sealing product is necessary between the ball valve and brass fitting. Make sure the stops are
   in the off position.
-  Assemble the supply-set to the water distribution head according to figure 2.

IMPORTANT: MAKE SURE THE HOT AND COLD  SUPPLIES ARE INSTALLED ON THE CORRECT SIDE OF THE TMV.

4. Install the P-trap

-  CONNECT THE WASTE TRAP PER LOCAL PLUMBING CODE.

5. Finishing the installation

Installing the pre-assembled manual distribution head

- Before reinstalling the pre-assembled head, attach the flexible supply tubes to the
   inlet of the thermostatic mixing valve (TMV) or single supply adapter using the washers provided.

 - Place the front of the head in the bowl and connect the output of TMV or supply to the manifold.
- Make sure the flexible lines are not twisted or sharply bent.
- Turn on the stop/strainer supplies.
- Set the head on the bowl, activate the push-button and check for any possible leaks.
- Reinstall the head to the bowl and secure with the provided allen screws.
- Adjust the timers if necessary by turning clockwise to shorten and counter clockwise to increase.
- Reinstall the soap reservoirs and bags of soap. Prime each soap nozzle with provided syringe.
- Reattach the lid and secure the lock with the key provided.
- Fasten the access panel with the allen screws.

Installing the pre-assembled electronic distribution head

- Before reinstalling the pre-assembled head, attach the flexible supply tubes to the
   inlet of the thermostatic mixing valve (TMV) or single supply adapter using the washers provided.

 - Place the front of the head in the bowl and connect the output of TMV or supply to the manifold.
- Make sure the flexible lines are not twisted or sharply bent.
- Turn on the stop/strainer supplies.
- Set the head on the bowl and attach the battery or transformer (if applicable) and push the reset
  button. Wait 30 seconds, activate the sensor or push-button and check for any possible leaks.
- Reinstall the head to the bowl and secure with the provided allen screws.
- Reinstall the soap reservoirs and bags of soap. Prime each soap nozzle with provided syringe.
- Reattach the lid and secure the lock with the key provided.
- Fasten the access panel with the allen screws.
