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WVT-Series Installation Instructions

Step 1 - Install Water Supply to faucet

Step 1A - Faucet with Cold Water Supply
Put teflon tape on the thread of the stop ball valve and
install the stop ball valve on the cold water supply (figure
1).

Next put the flexible supply line M10 x 3/8”, on the
underside of the pre-assembled faucet using a #11 open
ended wrench (figure 2)

Step 1B - Faucet with Thermostatic Mixing Valve
Assemble Mixing Valve:

- Put the two elbows and washers on the inlets of the
mixing valve as shown on figure 3.

- Put the reducing nut
and the washer on the
outlet of the mixing
valve as shown on
figure 3, using a #30
open ended wrench.

- After assembly the
mixing valve should
look like figure 4.

Mount Supply:
- Mount the copper

supply pipe to the
bottom of the faucet
using a #12 open
ended wrench (figure
5).

Step 2 - Mount Faucet on Lavatory

Step 2A - Faucet without Soap
Put the faucet with the flexible or copper supply on the
lavatory and position the faucet properly.
Put the tightening ring on the threaded shank and tighten
by using the barrel nut (figure 6).

Step 2A - Faucet with Soap
Put the faucet with the flexible or copper supply and soap
supply line on the lavatory and position the faucet properly.
Put first the spring of the soap tubing protection hose and
next the tightening ring over the shank and tighten by
using the barrel nut (figure 7).

Step 3 - Connecting the Water

Step 3A - Faucet with Cold Water Supply
Connect the flexible M10 x 3/8” to the stop ball valve as
shown on figure 8 and tighten the compression fittings
securely with a #19 open ended wrench.

Step 3B - Faucet with Thermostatic Mixing Valve
Slide the compression fitting and the ferrule over the
copper supply.
Connect the previously assembled thermostatic mixing
valve (step 1B) to the copper supply as shown in figure
9.
Connect the hot and cold water lines to the thermostatic
mixing valve. Make sure to connect the hot water to the
side of the mixing valve marked with “H” and the cold
water to the side marked with “C”.

Step 4 - Connecting the Soap

Put the soap
t u b i n g  a n d
soap  tub ing
protection hose
through the nut
o f  the soap
cab ine t  and
tighten the nut
to secure the
soap  tub ing
protection hose
(fig 10).
Put the needle
on the soap
tubing in the
soap cabinet.
Put the needle
th rough  the
soapbag in the
spot indicated on the bag.
Prime the soap by placing the syringe on the soap nozzle
of the faucet. Keep sucking the air out of the soap tubing
until soap flows in the syringe (fig 11).
Place the syringe in the soap cabinet for future priming
of new soapbags.

Battery Replacement

When the power on the battery is low, the unit will beep
continuously when activated. The beeping sound is an
indicator that the battery needs to be replaced.
Step 1:
Shut off the water to the faucet.
Step 2:
Remove the aerator with a #22 open ended wrench and
remove the allen screw between the aerator and the
sensor of the faucet (figure 12).

Step 3:
With a 3 mm allen wrench, loosen the allen screw on the
bottom of the faucet (fig 13).
Step 4:
Gently push on the sensor and slide the faucet body in
an arc-like movement upward (fig 13). Make sure not to
damage the sensor in doing this.

Step 5:
You can now replace the battery. Make sure to use a 9V
lithium battery. Alkaline batteries might cause the unit to
malfunction.
Step 6:
Reinstall the unit in the following order:
- Slide the faucet body over the faucet plate;

- Secure the allen screw between the sensor and the
aerator;

- Secure the aerator. Be careful not to damage the chrome
and do not overtighten;

- Tighten the allen screw at the bottom of the faucet;
- Open the water supply.

Screen Replacement

Next to the screens in the stop ball valves, the Wavetronic
also has a screen in the faucet body. To clean or replace
this screen follow the next steps:
Step 1:
Follow steps 1 to 4 for the battery replacement
Step 2:
Loosen the two allen screws pictured in figure 15 and
remove the faucet plate from the screen holder.
You can now remove the screen and clean or replace it.
Step 3:
Reassemble the unit by following step 6 of battery
replacement.
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
